1) MP2B-40D2: This is a 40 Cent coupon on Bond paper 
with “D” Prefix Serial Numbers. The Back is Rose with a “We 
Pay Half” format and “Clear”, ie. no underprint.  There are 

2) PSlB-40Dl: This is a 40 Cent coupon on Bond 
paper with “D” Prefix 5 Digit Serial Numbers. The 
Back is Rose with a “Free Membership” format 
and a “Helmet” underprint.  There are now 14 
coupons in the PSlB classification.  With this 
addition a number change is required for PSlB-
40D. It now becomes PSlB-40D2. The only dif-
ference from PSlB-40Dl is the coupon’s 6 Digit 
Serial Numbers.
