The Canadian Tire Coupon, the $2.00 OFF and the borders
including the denominations are Pink and the rest of the text
and the CTC logo are Black.
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lvan Ash, member #361, sent a photocopy of two mul-
tiplier coupons. The first was a 4 X, dated April 11th, 2004
and the other was a 5 X, dated May 9th, 2004. Both were
for a special promotion at Sobeys. With your gas purchase
you received 2.5¢ per litre to spend at Sobeys. The offer was
valid at the Peterborough, Chatham, North Bay and Stratford
Canadian Tire Gas Bars. A minimum 20 litre purchase was
required.

Mike Fischer, member #708, sent a newspaper clipping
about the Monopoly Style board game that was first reported
in the Ottawa region.
